= Visual responses must be no larger than 36 inches by 48 inches
= Literary responses must fit into no more than 2 printed pages, double spaced, 12 pt., arial font.
* All responses must be physically submitted - no digital entries will be accepted.
* All work must be the student’s original work - no Al products will be accepted.
* Artwork will be displayed for public viewing at the 2026 NNPS Social Studies Symposium on April 18, 10 a.m. - 1 p.m.

When and How? Submissions are due by March 23, 2026, at 3 p.m.

* Pre-K & Elementary School students should submit their entries to their classroom teacher.

* High School & Middle School students should submit their entries to their Social Studies Teacher.
